WHAT WILL YOU DO?

Genesis 6- 7, Daniel Paul Unger
I.  GOD WANTS YOU TO AVOID HIS WRATH.

V. 3 - God’s spirit will not strive with flesh.

Gal 5:16-17 says that if you live the way God wants you to, you will do His will and not your own.  If God’s Spirit is in you, you can’t do only what you want, you have to do what the Spirit wants.

V. 15 - God told Noah to build the ark 300 cubits long (450 ft.), 50 cubits wide (7 5ft.) and 30 cubits high (45 ft.).

What is wrath?  Wrath is God’s hot anger toward sin – Rev 6:16-17.  The people wanted the mountains and rocks to fall on them to kill them instead of God’s wrath because they knew how powerful He is.

Why does God have wrath?  God has wrath because He hates your sin.  He doesn’t hate you. 

How does God express His wrath in this passage?  God expresses His wrath by destroying the evil, sinful world with the flood.

What is the ultimate expression of God’s wrath?  The ultimate expression of God’s wrath is the lake of fire – Rev 22:11-15.  

God spared Noah and his family because they were the only righteous ones on the earth.  If you receive Christ and live righteously, God will spare you from the punishment of hell – II Pet 2:5.

II. GOD WANTS YOU TO ACCEPT HIS LOVE.

What is love?  Love is something that can be seen from the actions it prompts.  God’s love is seen in the gift of His son – 1 John 4:9-10.  
This love is not drawn out by the way you act, but it is shown by the Divine will in deliberate choice by God because of His nature – Rom 5:8.   

Why does God have love?  God has love because He created you and wants the best for you.

How does God express His love in this passage?  God expresses His love in this passage by giving the people a chance to turn from their sin and get on the ark.

What is the ultimate expression of God’s love?  When Jesus died on the cross, which leads to heaven.  He created heaven for you to live with Him forever.

The ark in this passage represents God’s love.  God told Noah to warn the people, and for 120 years they had a chance to get into the “lifeboat.”  The Bible says - Gen 6:3.

God should have destroyed the people because they were evil and didn’t obey Him; instead, He gave them one last chance to obey Him.  You have to trust God while you have the chance to do it.
CONCLUSION 

God gives you the chance today to accept Him.  There will come a time when it is too late to do that, and you won’t be able to change your ways – Ps 32:6. 

The people ignored Noah’s warning from God.  They probably made fun of him for making an ark in the middle of nowhere.  They were living in sin and doing their own thing until it was time for God to shut the door of the ark.  Once it is time for the door to be shut, if you are not already in, you can’t get in – Gen 7:16!  

You have to be ready for Jesus’ return in the same way.  You must be saved to go to heaven, and when the rapture happens, there is no time to change your mind.  You will be left behind without Jesus in your heart.  Nobody knows the day or hour of Christ’s return, so you need to be sure that you are ready – Matt 24:36-39

You don’t know when your time on earth will end.  Something could happen to you unexpectedly and you should make yourself right with God now while you still can because you might not have the time you think you do. 

What will you do today?  God has given you a chance to live the way He wants you to.  Have you been living for Him?  Are you ready for His return?  

If you are not, you can pray to Him and ask Him to come into your heart and direct your life from now on.  If you already are saved, then you should be telling others because they might not know about Jesus.
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
