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INTRODUCTION

The word “behavior" is translated by Vine’s Expository Dictionary of Old and New Testament Words as, “manner of life,” “living” (Vine, W.E.  Vine’s Expository Dictionary of Old and New Testament Words.  NT P. 113).

Aristotle uses the same Greek word as meaning “human behavior, to walk, to conduct oneself, to live in a particular way” (Brown, Colin, ed.  The New International Dictionary of New Testament Theology.  3 Vols.  Vol. 3, p. 933).

I. GOD EXPECTS YOUR HOLY BEHAVIOR – I PET 1:15-16.

God expects you to transform your behavior and act different so people around you see that you are living right – Rom 12:1-2.

God expects you to live by a higher standard, which will bring approval and glory to Him –     Rom 13:13-14.

God wants you to be an example of Jesus to others – I Tim 4:6-12.

II. GOD SAYS YOUR HOLY BEHAVIOR AFFECTS OTHERS.

Your bad behavior will hurt the people you love the most – I Sam 20:30-34.

III. GOD SAYS YOUR HOLY BEHAVIOR IS IMPORTANT.

You need to have a godly life so the lost will see God in your actions – Matt 5:10-16.

Lost people will see your lifestyle and if your lifestyle is pure, they will want what you have--salvation [explain].  If your life is unholy, they will be turned off and continue to live the same way they have been living – Eph 4:25-32.

God gave you salvation through His grace, and in return, He wants you to obey His rules and live a clean life.  When people see godly behavior in you, they will want to know what makes you different and then you will have a chance to witness to them – Tit 2:11-14.

IV. GOD SAYS YOUR HOLY BEHAVIOR BLESSES YOU – LUKE 11:28.

It’s good to read the Bible and hear God’s word, but Jesus says, that if you actually practice the Bible, you will be blessed.
